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This report will serve as an update to the December 2017 Atlantic-Cape Multi-
Jurisdictional Program for Public Information (MJPPI). This update covers public
outreach documented by the Municipal Members of the MJPPI and our stakeholders
during 2023. We added the Community of City of Brigantine to the MJPPI in 2023.

The PPI held two PPl committee meetings for the 2023 update, December 7, 2023 and
June 6, 2024 (Appendix B). Discussions were held about enhancing stakeholder
outreach and reminding municipal members that they needed to continue their
outreach. All municipal members (Appendix C) and stakeholders were present. Each
municipal member has documented the outreach they completed in 2023 and have
updated their outreach they anticipate completing in 2023 (Appendix E). Each

The PPl Committee completed a Program for Flood Insurance Promotion (CRS Activity 370)
and submitted it to FEMA on July 15, 2020. We have updated the CRS Activity 370 to
implement new activities that are shown in the 2021 CRS Manual update. Each town has
adopted an updated resolution committing to the new activities.

At the June 6, 2024, the PPI Committee meeting the stated goals, objectives, outcomes, priority
audiences and outreach topics were discussed. Members agreed that the goals, objectives,
outcomes, outreach topics and audiences do not need to be changed at this time. Member
municipalities have made some minor changes in the outreach projects and updated outreach is
included in Appendix D. Changes were made to outreach project based on individual municipal
funding or change of direction from governing body.

Insurance summaries were not updated this year and 2023 data is presented. Summaries are
aggregated by community and included in Appendix | (FEMA has limited the amount of data) .
The claims summary shows that the past year was not active for flooding events in our region.

Buildings being insured help our town respond quicker
after a flooding event. If you have a federally backed mortgage you are required to have
Flood Insurance.

The meeting is being
sponsored by Flood Risk Evaluator (FRE). We will have insurance agents, engineers and
our floodplain manager in attendance to help review your documentation to make sure your
home is being rated accurately. There is no cost or obligation to change your insurance as
part of this review.

Please bring your elevation certificate, flood insurance declaration page and two pictures of
the exterior of your home. We hope to see you at the meeting on November 2nd. If you
can’t make this meeting, please try to attend one of the other sponsored meetings held
throughout the year.

The Mandatory Purchase of Flood Insurance Requirement

NFIP: This community participates in the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) which makes federally backed flood
insurance available for all eligible buildings, whether they are in a floodplain or not. Flood insurance covers direct losses
caused by surface flooding, including a river flowing over its banks, a lake or ocean storm, and local drainage problems.

The NFIP insures buildings, including mobile homes, with two types of coverage: building and contents. Building coverage is
for the walls, floors, insulation, furnace, and other items permanently attached to the structure. Contents coverage may be
purchased separately, if the contents are in an insurable building.

Mandatory Purchase Requirement: The Flood Disaster Protection Act of 1973 and the National Flood Insurance Reform Act of
1994 made the purchase of flood insurance mandatory for Federally backed mortgages on buildings located in Special Flood
Hazard Areas (SFHASs). It also affects all forms of Federal or Federally related financial assistance for buildings located in
SFHAs. The SFHA is the base (100-year) floodplain mapped on a Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM). It is shown as one or
more zones that begin with the letter “A” or “V.”

The requirement applies to secured mortgage loans from financial institutions, such as commercial lenders, savings and loan
associations, savings banks, and credit unions that are regulated, supervised or insured by Federal agencies such as the Federal
Deposit Insurance Corporation and the Office of Thrift Supervision. It also applies to all mortgage loans purchased by Fannie
Mae or Freddie Mac in the secondary mortgage market.

Federal financial assistance programs affected by the laws include loans and grants from agencies such as the Department of
Veterans Affairs, Farmers Home Administration, Federal Housing Administration, Small Business Administration, and the
Department of Homeland Security’s FEMA.

How it Works: Lenders are required to complete a Standard Flood Hazard Determination (SFHD) form whenever they make,
increase, extend, or renew a mortgage, home equity, home improvement, commercial, or farm credit loan to determine if the
building or manufactured (mobile) home is in an SFHA. It is the Federal agency’s or the lender’s responsibility to check the
current Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) to determine if the building is in an SFHA. Copies of the FIRM are available for
review in most local government building or planning departments. Lenders may also have copies or they may use a flood zone
determination company to provide the SFHD form.

If the building is in an SFHA, the Federal agency or lender is required by law to require the recipient to purchase a flood
insurance policy on the building. Federal regulations require building coverage equal to the amount of the loan (excluding
appraised value of the land) or the maximum amount of insurance available from the NFIP, whichever is less. The maximum
amount available for a single-family residence is $250,000. Government-sponsored enterprises, such as Freddie Mac and
Fannie Mae, have stricter requirements.

The mandatory purchase requirement does not affect loans or financial assistance for items that are not covered by a flood
insurance policy, such as vehicles, business expenses, landscaping, and vacant lots. It does not affect loans for buildings that are
not in an SFHA, even though a portion of the lot may be.

While not mandated by law, a lender may require a flood insurance policy, as a condition of a loan, for a property in any zone on
a FIRM.

If a person feels that an SFHD form incorrectly places the property in the SFHA, he or she may request a Letter of
Determination Review from FEMA. This must be submitted within 45 days of the determination. More information can be
found at http://www.fema.gov/plan/prevent/thm/fq genl1.shtm.
